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How to Indent a Line on Reference List
1. Each reference must be indented to the right if it 
flows onto a second line. For example:
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2. It is sometimes fiddly and difficult to indent without the whole reference moving to the right. This would be incorrect. For Example:

3. How do you indent without moving the entire reference to the right? There is probably another way but this works for me.

· Place your cursor (mouse) at the end of the first line – point a, on example.

· Together press: shift & enter.
· The cursor will move to point b.
· Press the spacebar on the keyboard (once).

· Now press tab – the second line should have 
indented to the right.
