Referencing

Why is referencing necessary?

· to provide evidence and support of your statements,
· to avoid plagiarism,
· protection of the writer,

· to give your reader your sources so that they can find the text and relevant parts without too much effort,

· to protect the user of the information, and

· to give credibility to your writing.
What is an in-text reference?
· It is an integrating reference in a paragraph which shows which source you have used in your research for that paragraph. 

· It is a shortened version of the full reference which is at the end of your report in the Reference List.

How can in-text referencing be used?
Avoid using the same technique for every in-text reference as this is repetitive and dull to read.
Possible ways of using in-text referencing:


















Example 1:   	The process of removing salt from sea water is a costly and time-consuming one. The  researcher made the decision to avoid this option (Nienaber, 2009).








Example 2: 	Although sea water could be a valuable resource in a world that is struggling to supply water to world populations, the feasibility of abstracting the salt economically is slim (Nienaber (2009), Kieswetter & Smit (2008), Roberts (2006)).





Example 3: 	As Nienaber (2009) notes, the quantities of water obtained within the time frame will be minimal.





Example 4: 	As Nienaber (2009) notes, the quantities of water obtained within the timeframe will be minimal.





Example 5: 	Nienaber (2009, p. 45) admits that “this study has not been successful in terms of relieving the pressure on the local community”.





Example 6:	Nienaber (2009) states that the process of removing salt from sea water is a costly and time consuming one. She goes on to add that the researcher avoided that option.

Example 8: 	To quote from Nienaber (2009, p. 72), “The conditions along the South Western � 		coast were not suitable for testing.”
